Look at your schedule or the web site schedule to see who the Head Official is for the tournament that you are working.  Contact him to let him know you are coming.

These are the duties and responsibilities of the Head Official:

· Know who the officials are for the tournament (get a list from the web site)

· Contact the officials on the list on Monday, make one call to the AD with all the names, each official doesn’t have to call the AD

· Determine which shirts will be worn

· Represent the officials with the tournament director and the coaches

· Meet with the coaches and introduce yourself as the Head Official and that they should come to you with any questions or issues

· Assist in making mat assignments, some officials are scheduled for JV vs Varsity matches, also the pay is different

· Answer any questions regarding rules or rules clarification

· If no official is present for the weigh-ins, ask about skin checks and if any kids have problems or doctor slips.  Also if any issues came up at the weigh-in.

· If issues arise regarding officials, address the situation in a very professional manner; remember treat your colleagues the way you want to be treated

· Report any issues about the tournament to Ron

· Officials feedback or informal evaluation e.g. problems, also positives

· Tournament format issues and the number of officials

· Coaching issues
